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Abstract: Did Rousseau read the Difficultés sur la religion by Robert Challe and did he find there certain elements of his
attitude towards religion ? Chronological difficulties aside, their conception of the relation of man to God and in particular their
conception of social morality as founded on the essential human equality are astonishingly close.
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
